· Campers who attended Nor’wester in 2007 (with the exception of 2007 Mountaineers and Troubadors) will be given preference until November 30th, 2007.  After that date all applications will be processed on a “first come, first served” basis.  Early application is recommended since some units fill up early.

ATTENDANCE:  Campers are expected to arrive and depart on the dates listed above.  Deviation from this schedule is disruptive to the camp’s program and goals.  Late arrivals, early departures and absences from camp are allowed only in extreme circumstances.  If any conflicts between the camp session and other commitments (e.g. family vacation, summer school, weddings) are anticipated, they must be discussed with the camp directors prior to enrollment.

TRADING POST:  Tuition includes a deposit of $100.00 ($50.00 for short-week sessions) to cover laundry and ordinary purchases. Laundry costs vary depending on the volume of clothes sent.  Approximate cost per load is $20.00. Short session campers will have one laundry day and full session campers will have three laundry days (approximately $60.00).  The Trading Post carries such items as stamps, writing materials, toiletries, candy, juice, film, T-shirts, etc.  Campers are limited to spending $1.00 per week on candy items.  After camp is over, any remaining credit over $5 will be refunded, or any outstanding charges over $5 will be billed.

TRANSPORTATION:  Campers flying in will be met at Seattle-Tacoma Airport. Local campers will be met at a Seattle/Bellevue location to be determined in spring of 2008.  Charter buses will provide transportation from both locations to Anacortes, Washington.  The last portion of the trip to Johns Island will be via commercial charter vessels.  All camp 

transportation arrangements must be confirmed in writing no later than 2 weeks prior to the camper’s scheduled arrival.  A $25.00 fee will be charged for any travel change made within 2 weeks of each session.  Airline arrangements must be coordinated with the director’s assistant.  Airlines policies vary considerably regarding unaccompanied minors. Campers between the ages of 9 and 12 years old may be considered an unaccompanied minor, and most airlines will charge an additional fee.  Our travel staff will pick up and escort unaccompanied minors to and from the arrival/departure gates. 
BAGGAGE ARRANGEMENTS:  Baggage, including footlockers can be checked on the airlines.  Some airlines may charge an overweight fee.

CLOTHING AND EQUIPMENT:  A list of recommended clothing and equipment will be sent after acceptance of the application.  Most campers bring their belongings in a footlocker (not exceeding 22” in height), which will slide under their bed.  Each camper brings his or her own sleeping bag and the camp provides a cot and a mattress.  Camp hats, sweatshirts, and T-shirts are available at the Trading Post.

HEALTH AND SAFETY:  A medical form will be forwarded after the acceptance of the application.  This completed form must be on file at the camp at least 2 weeks prior to the camper’s arrival.  

Camp Policy requires:

· A statement from a licensed physician showing the camper to be in good health, capable of participating in all camp activities, and free from communicable diseases;

· A list of any restrictions in activities, food allergies, or other physical limitations that are to be observed at camp; 

· An up-to-date (within 10 years) Tetanus immunization;

· Physical exam must have occurred within the past 2 years;

· Physician’s portion of the form must be completed within six months of the camper’s session;

· Parent’s signature on the form for permission to provide emergency medical care.

Our resident registered nurse is available 24 hours a day, and consults with a physician when appropriate.  When there is any cause for concern, the camper is taken to a local physician for diagnosis and treatment.

ACCIDENT AND ILLNESS:  Every precaution is taken to protect campers from illness and accident through supervision, adequate equipment, proper food, rest and sanitation.  However, accidents and illness do occur now and then under even the most careful auspices.  Campers are required to carry health insurance.  Doctor or other medical bills resulting from injury or sickness will be billed to such insurance.  Any expenses exceeding limits and/or incidental to receiving medical treatment from either illness or injury (transportation, counselor supervision, hotel bills, etc.) are your obligation and will be mailed to you.  If a camper does not have personal insurance, please contact the camp office for assistance.

 MISCELLANEOUS:

· Parents are welcome to call or email the office if they have concerns or questions.  Letter writing to campers is strongly encouraged. Telephone use by campers is limited to emergencies only. Cellular phones are not allowed.  

· Parents and other relatives are asked not to send any food, chewing gum, lighters, bottled water   or aerosol products to camp.  

· Unless written permission is on file in the camp office specifying with whom they may leave, campers are not allowed to leave the camp with visitors other than their parents.  This includes siblings and other relatives.

· Illegal drugs, abuse of prescription drugs, alcoholic beverages and improper use of fire are strictly forbidden at camp.  Violation of this rule will result in immediate dismissal from camp without refund.

A FINAL BULLETIN containing travel and baggage instruction, baggage tags, a statement and other details will be mailed to enrolled campers in April.
